In August this year, a group of 10 apprentices joined Future Unlimited and Baytree’s
partnership apprenticeship programme. These girls include Hanna, Shauna,
Sheniqua, Shanade, Seraphina, Jennice, Charlotte, Rebecca and Karuna. Since
joining the programme, they have been volunteering regularly in the Baytree youth
forum. This has involved researching popular activities, planning new ones and
presenting these ideas to Baytree management.

RISE—Relate, Integrate, Socialise and Educate
For the first time, Baytree has been teaching ESOL (English for Speakers of Other Languages)
to girls aged 16 to 18. This term 6 girls have been studying at Baytree and in January they
will move on to a full-time course at Lambeth College. The girls come from around the world,
including Honduras, Ecuador and Albania and have only been living in London for a short
while.
